1. How do I start praying? Pray the scriptures – find the promises in the scriptures (attachment)
a. Look up the scriptures that cover your situation.

b. Ex: Isaiah 53: 3-5 – by His stripes we are healed. James 5:14-15 – how to pray for the sick 
c. Pray the scriptures – find the promises in the scriptures

d. Confess (keep praying) your prayer until you get an answer.  1Thess 5:17

2. Prayer focuses will be given each week to help guide your praying but as always be led by the Holy Spirit. 
3. Keep a journal (notebook) to write down people/situations/focuses you are praying for.
4. January 2012 Sunday School - Miles Monroe, The Power and Purpose of Prayer.
5. Jan 2012 Bible study – teaching on prayer.
6. Encourage individuals, prayer partners/family/group praying on the phone or in person.  
7. All need to register so that we will know who is praying.
8. Would love to have an early morning prayer, 6am. Sign up today. The church is open 5 days per week.
9. Thursday prayer –  after Bible study, 1pm-2pm.
10. No other activity in the church during the time of prayer. We need to be completely focused.

11. Outcomes:

a. Increase the number of persons committed and actively participating in prayer daily

b. Everyone understands  that each one of us is responsible to pray

c. Increase persons attending weekly corporate prayer at MLBC

d. Development of specialized prayer groups: Pastor, youth etc.
