Prayer Focus #3: The Church
WHO: EVERY Member of MLBC        WHEN: January 15-21, 2012, anytime

REGISTRATION: Everyone should register- individuals, prayer partners & families/groups
FOCUSES (Be led by the Holy Lord spirit):
Our Pastor (1Tim 2:1-4, Heb 13:17)
1. Lord, by Your Holy Spirit, anoint Pastor Lance to preach, teach and lead according to biblical precepts.*  (2Tim 4:1-5)
2. We pray that our Pastor maintains a continued passion for sharing Your holy scriptures. Empower his preaching/teaching with boldness and give him joy in sharing the word and serving Your people.* (Mark 16:15, 1Cor 1: 23-25)
3. We pray that our Pastor maintains daily devotions, substantial prayer time, fasting and adequate personal bible study.* (Mark 1:35)
4. Lord, let your Holy Spirit anointing rest on Pastor Lance as he spends quiet time with You each day. Show Your love to him. Speak to him through dreams and visions. Strengthen his heart, renew the spirit of the mind and keep him emotionally balanced each day.* (Matt 5:5)
5. We pray that Pastor Lance always has a discerning mind to prioritize the hours of the day, to understand what is important and protects himself from the “tyranny of the urgent.”* (2 Cor 11:14)
6. We bless Pastor Lance’s prayer life, his family, physical health, sleep time, schedules, busyness and commitments.* (Acts 6:2-4, Matt 26:41)
7. We pray for wisdom to select persons who have a heart for ministry in leadership positions. (Ex 18:19-26)
Ministers & Leadership - Faithfulness of the People

1. We pray that prayer & saving souls is more of a priority in our daily lives and at MLBC. (Luke 18:1, Matt 28:19-20)
2. We pray that MLBC will be on fire for the Lord and not be a “lukewarm church” (spirit of Laodicea, Rev 3:14-16). 
3. We pray for a revelation (open their eyes) to the covenant commitment (relationship) with God regarding tithing (time, talent & money) & offerings at MLBC. Let those who are not tithing understand that our tithes are the evidence of our faithfulness (obedience) and that blessings do not come without “seed” being planted. Bring order in God’s house. (Gen 22:1-14; Mal 3:8-12, 1Pet 1:13-15)
4. We pray that the church at MLBC would consistently follow the disciplines of prayer and studying the word.  (Acts 6:4)
5. We pray that the Holy Spirit would remove the things that “block” us from worshiping freely. (Gal 5:1, Is 30:18)
6.  We pray for those who are “lost in the house,”** attending church regularly but are uncertain about their calling & their salvation. (Luke 15:8-10, Phil 4:6)
7. We pray that an outpouring of the anointing power of the Holy Spirit falls upon each minister & the leadership of each ministry. (Acts 2:1-4 Is 10:27)
The Harvest 
1. We pray that the Holy Spirit will release every person from the North, South, East & West that God has ordained to be saved, planted, strengthened and established @ MLBC.***
(Is 43: 5-8)
2. We pray for an increase in the number of faithful intercessors, praying for the needs of the church. (Rom 8:28, Josh 24:15)
3. We pray for the harvest of souls who need to hear the word of God, “waiting to be saved” in the MLBC village/community.  (Matt 9:37-38)
